ORDER VACATING CEASE AND DESIST 

On May 1, 2014, the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board (Board) issued Board Order No. 
2014-171 ordering Partners at 723 8th Street SE, LLC, tfa The Ugly Mug Dining Saloon 
(Respondent), holder of a Retailer's Class CR License No. ABRA-071793, to stop selling, 
serving, or permitting the consumption of alcoholic beverages at its establishment until payment 
of the second year license fees and any associated fines are received by ABRA. 

On May 2, 2014, the Respondent paid the license fees for the period of 20 14 to 2015 and 
the associated late fees. 

It is hereby ORDERED, that the ORDER TO CEASE AND DESIST issued against
