To address verification of integrity of existing chimneys every time a new vented appliance is connected to
such chimney. The IMC is moot on this matter. Amendment is similar in contents to existing Section M-
801.21 of the current DCMR 12 E, with other added compliance options that make it easier to meet the
requirement without jeopardizing life safety.

Rights to Text of Proposed Code Change Become Property of the District of Columbia
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SECTION 801
GENERAL

Insert new Section 801.18.5 to the Mechanical Code to read as follows:

801.18. 5 Integrity inspection. Before a new or replacement vented appliance is approved for
use in connection with an existing chimney, the chimney shall be relined or shall be inspected for
inteqgrity by the permit holder, in the presence of the code official, using a scented smoke test or
other approved method. In lieu of observing the test, the code official is authorized to accept a
certification of integrity of the chimney, issued by the licensed contractor who conducted the
inspection or test.
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
