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Add new definition to Section 202 of the Property Maintenance Code as follows:

HOUSING BUSINESS.

A residential housing business is a business licensed, or required to be licensed, under D.C. Official Code
8§ 47-2828 (2005 Repl). A housing business includes any dwelling unit or rooming unit in a residential
building that is offered for rent or lease. A housing business also includes the rental of a dwelling unit or
rooming unit in a residential building that the housing business owner or operator also occupies. A
housing business does not include any transient housing providers, such as a hotel, bed and breakfast, inn
and motel, boarding house, or rooming house.
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
